Furthermore, the students who graduated from our junior
high school to our high school have become more
experienced through their studies and dormitory life. I'’m
very impressed to see their faces brimming with confidence.
I sincerely look forward to their further growth in this

Our school, which opened in April 2019, is an integrated
junior and senior high school with a boarding system. It has
the vision of "To foster leaders who can create a better
future for the community and the world, wherever they are in
the world, for the sustainable peace and development of

society.”

One of the characteristics of our school is that it promotes
inquiry-based learning using the IB program as its main tool.
HiGA is accredited for the Middle Years Programme (MYP)

I’d like to refer to part of the press conference prior to the
launch of the spacecraft carrying Japanese astronaut Soichi
Noguchi and others in November 2020. At the press

conference, Mr. Noguchi said this:

I named Crew-1"s spaceship "Resilience”. Our desire is to
cooperate with each other in any difficult situation and
become a force (“resilience”) that can restore things to their
original state. Resilience means the power to recover from
difficult situations. Crew-1 was made up of a diverse group
of people. There was a Japanese person, a female astronaut,
an African-American, and a veteran military pilot. Noguchi
said, "We want to show the world that diversity makes a

team strong and resilient.”

Hiroshima Global Academy aims to create a learning
community where students can learn independently. Although
the word "community" has a broader meaning than the "team"
used by Mr. Noguchi. We expect our students to grow up as
strong, autonomous individuals in a diverse environment.
They will challenge themselves through the academic rigour
of the IB program, and by living together in our boarding
school. Like the members of Mr. Noguchi's Crew-1, I
strongly hope each new student will continue to grow strong

and resilient.

Dear parents and guardians, we will take care of your
precious children from now on. We, the staff of HiGA, will
continue to “polish” our students' skills through both the
inquiry-based learning strategies of the IB program and by
maintaining their dormitory life in harmony with students
from different grades and cultures. We are omitted to
supporting our students' daily educational activities and
dormitory life, and we ask for your continued support and

cooperation in the future.
